Once I digested
that terminology, | also
discovered they require a
bachelor’s degree. | found
this line of thinking
interesting, since nationally
we have been debating the
impact of an associate’s
degree, within the House of
Delegates at the ASRT
meeting for the last several
years. Next, | did a job search
and found out there are
plenty of jobs for
radiographers in London and
Scotland. It may take 4-6
months to meet the
requirements necessary to
get your visa and proper
credentials to work, but you
may be able to work as a
radiographer in England.

| realize the job market is
slow right now, but | have
been a radiographer for over
twenty years and have seen
this trend before, and it
always gets better with time.
Please keep in mind to just
be diligent in your job search
and something will become
available soon. You may have

to look outside your local
town but hopefully, not as
far as England.
